Rules and regulations 

▪ 2 teams, each with a maximum of eleven players; one must be 
the goalkeeper. 

▪ A match is usually played in two 45-minute halves. 
▪ A kick-off starts both halves. 
▪ A goal is scored when the whole ball passes over the goal line, 

between the goalposts and under the crossbar. 
▪ Players must not be careless, reckless or use excessive force 

against an opponent.  
▪ Offside (offence): when a player goes behind the line of 

opposing defenders before the ball.  
▪ Handling the ball: Players are not allowed to use their hands 

or arms to control the ball unless they are the goalkeeper  
▪ Throw in: a throw in occurs when the ball has completed 

passed the touchline 
▪ A corner kick is awarded when the defencing team kicks the 

ball over the goal line. 
▪ A goal kick is awarded when a ball passes wholly over the 

goal line, having last touched an attacking team player has 
been kicked to them. 

▪ A free kick is awarded to the opposing team when a player 
is guilty of an offence. 

▪ A penalty kick is awarded if a player commits a direct free 
kick offence inside their penalty area. Goals may be scored 

directly from a penalty kick.

Dominant and non-

Balance- is the ability to stay upright or stay in control of body movement.
