dynamic verb

A verb that shows action e.g. running, hitting, dancing

enjambment

A continuation of a sentence without any pauses

Create flashcards on key quotations /

extended metaphor

A metaphor that is sustained throughout a piece of work

concepts from each poem and test each
other.

intertextuality

When one piece of literary work is informed by another

Leitner Flashcard method

juxtaposition

Two words together that contrast each other e.g. beloved
sweetheart bastard in the poem, Havisham.

Describing something by comparing it fo another thing

pathetic fallacy

Using the weather to portray human emotion

semantic field

A group of words that fall under the same umbrella e.g. a
semantic field of waste in the poem, Kid.
